American Indian: A member of any of the Indigenous peoples of the western

Indian: American Indian Indigenous: Of or relating to the earliest known
inhabitants of a place and especially of a place that was colonized by a now-
dominant group; Indigenous peoples.

Nation: A tribe or federation of tribes (of American Indians); the Seminole
Nation in Oklahoma, for example.

Native American: A member of any of the Indigenous peoples of the western
hemisphere, especially a Native American of North America and especially the
U.S.

Tribe: A social group composed chiefly of numerous families, clans, or
generations having a shared ancestry and language.

6. Share and watch a movie with friends about Native American or Indigenous
communities.

7. Watch Sacred Stories on PBS to explore the cultural stories featured in Native American
tribes through animation.

8. Cook a Native American recipe that you can enjoy with your troop, friends, or family.
